This page is meant to review NEW GRAMMAR or NEW PHRASE 
STRUCTURE, not vocabulary. 
 
GRAMMAR NOTE ONE 
Do you remember this….. 

¿Qué te gusta hacer?  (What do you like to do?) 
A mí me gusta....................  ( I like to………) 

Do you remember what kind of word MUST follow the word GUSTA?  
The infinitive form of a verb! 

¿Te gustaría….?   Means:  Would you like to…..? 
¿Te gustaría ir?   Means:  Would you like to go? 
An infinitive MUST follow GUSTARÍA too! 

So think about what this might mean…. 
 ¿Te gustaría ir al parque?  Would you like to go to the park? 
 ¿Te gustaría ir al cine?  Would you like to go to the movies? 
 ¿Te gustaría ir a la fiesta?  Would you like to go to the party? 

 
GRAMMAR NOTE TWO 
Here are three new IRREGULAR verbs for you.  Remember:  irregular verbs do not 
follow the same rules for conjugation as others.  These are terms you will need to 
remember.  I’ve written the pronunciation as best as I could in italics next to the 
word. 
 1.  ESTAR   (eh-star)  = to be 
  Yo estoy  (ehs-stoy) =  I am 
  Tú estás  (eh – stahs) = You are 

2. PODER  (poe-dthere) =  to be able  
Yo puedo (puway-though) =  I can 
Tú puedes (puway-theys)  =  You can 

3. QUERER  (care-rare) = to want 
Yo quiero (key-air-oh) =  I want 
Tú quieres (key-air-ehs) =  You want 

These phrases will be helpful.  Think about the following: 
   ANA:   ¿Quieres ir de compras conmigo?  (Do you want to go to shopping with me?) 
   LOLA:   Lo siento.  No puedo.  Estoy enferma.   (I’m sorry.  I can’t.  I’m sick.) 
 
GRAMMAR NOTE THREE: 
 To say with ME… you say CONMIGO  (con-mee-go) 
 To say with YOU… you say CONTIGO  (con-tee-go) 
 To say with him/her/you (formal)….you say CON Él/Ella/Usted 
 To say with US….you say CON NOSOTROS 
 To say with them… you say CON ELLOS/ELLAS 
 To say with you all (informal)… you say CON USTEDES
